who screamed things like, “We'e gonna kill

left to die in the street while pedestrians
blindly walked on by. One stranger got

Aviance to Beth Israel Medical Center,

where he was treated for a broken jaw and

multiple bruises. Kevin's jaw has been wired,

jeopardizing his many appearances during Pride
month. On the positive side, Mayor
Bloomberg immediately issued a statement:

Anyboly that thinks they can get away with a

hate erime is sadly mistaken. It was a total

disgrace.” Before Kevin was
released from the hospital, four
suspects were arrested. It’s been
announced that the 16-year-old
will be tried as an adult.
