New Heights Theatre in Houston for aclose encounter with Dee Macaluso, star
of the one-woman show The Search for
Signs of Intelligent Life in the Universe.
Written by Jane Wagner for Lily Tomlin inthe early ‘80s, the show earned Tony
Awards for both the playwright and her
actress companion, then later became a
movie vehicle for Tomlin

Search for Signs is seen through the
eyes of an adorable street urchin named
‘Trudy, who refers to her dropping out of
Conventional society as a “breakthrough”
rather than a “breakdown.” “Going crazywas the best thing that ever happened to
mel” she declares. “Life is like a pifiata...
once it cracks open, a lot of surprises
inside!” Trudy philosophizes.

The visiting aliens, who we never see,choose the embraceable bag lady (who
has a penchant for umbrella hats) to lead

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the run; a bored Upper EastSide socialite
at the hair salon who's contemplating sui-
cide; a street prostitute; and an idealistic
holistic couple dealing with the realities of
life, career and parenthood. Macaluso
plays all these characters, plus the addi-
tional people they interact with, in a touch-
ing, fast-paced examination of the human
condition.

The Search for Signs is very much an'80s saga; it has been edited for its New
Heights production by director Claire Hart-
Palumbo with Macaluso’s assistance, cut-
ting specific references to the period like
feminist icon and former vice presidential
candidate Geraldine Ferraro. “We pickedthe things we thought would enhance the
show the most. The themes, however, are
generically timeless. Weall search and we
all have relationship problems,” Macaluso
said.

Perhaps the least interesting of the
many larger-than-life characters here —

riage, children, careers and eventually ex-
tramarital affairs. It is through this reality-
based household that the aliens and the
audience learn the most valuable lessons
of the play.

Suicide is a theme addressed in both
acts of The Search for Signs ofIntelligent
Life in the Universe. It’s a delicate subject
for Macaluso, who lost her husband to the
tragedy four years ago, and she bravely
tackles the topic in strong dramatic mo-
ments in the show. “It certainly makes the
material more meaningful for me,” she con-
fided. “Yeah, this is real! It happens. People
do pull away and can't get out. If it hadn't
been for humor, sometimes really black
humor,| don't think | could’ve survived.”

In addition to her outstanding comic and
dramatic performance with multifaceted
characters, Macaluso’s ability to mime is
like a great dessert that followsa satisfying
meal. Without using a single prop, the
actress enables the audienceto visualize
every detail of the movement of life. In a
clever twist, she even mimed accepting
flowers during her curtain call the night this
reviewer saw the show! ‘It's just what you
do all the time anyway,” Macaluso says of
her gift for mime. Although not a member
of the troupe, she recently narrated a show
for Texas Mime Theater. “Isn't that the
point?” she laughed. “You don't need a
narrator?!”

Although The Searchfor Signsis a one-
woman show, Casey Coales’ outstanding
sound design makes him the unseen co-
star. The technician brilliantly followed the
relentless pace of Macaluso’s transitions
with delightful sound cues which enhanced
her intricate mime scenes.

If you haven't experienced small theatre
in Houston lately, this production truly sets
the standard for excellence. Combining the
elements of a renovated abandoned movie
house with a brilliant flashing neon sign
above the marquee; exceptional comedic,
dramatic, and mime performances form
the star; beautifully choreographed techni-
cal support; and top-notch direction by
Hart-Palumbo, this is the bestit gets in the
Bayou City.

ary Scott Theatre Center. And things have
never been more harmonious.

AT _ZACH's Whisenhunt Arena Stage,The Cow Pattys are in the midstof a four-
week run through March 24 on their return
to Austin from a smash year-long coast-to-
coast tour showcasing their a cappella
moo-sical talents. The whimsical Western
female quartet shovels out two hours of
songs and stories that would make Annie
Oakley and Calamity Jane proud oftheir
modern-day daughters. Cow-medy atitsbest: “Dairy to be different, like no udder,”
as one of the Pattys warns the audience
early on.

Meanwhile, next door on the larger Kle-
berg Stage, it's everything from Aretha
Franklin to Bonnie Raitt to Tom Jones asSoul Sisters rule in their own unique styl-
ings. Judy R. Arnold and Laura Benedict-
Fulmer, backed by Roderick D. Sanford

and Kenneth Williams, have been playingto sellout crowds constantly since openingFeb. 3, and just had their show extended
for another two weeks — through March
24, with a possible further extension to
April 14.

Patty Cakes (C.K. McFarland), Patty
Addy (Adrienne Braswell), Crash Patty
(Joy Cunningham) and Patty Lorraine La-
wanda Louise Linda Latish Labelle (Donna
Louise Stevens) are the Cow Pattys, keep-
ing the audience laughing, groaning and
applauding as they talk about “She-Roes”
“Buffalo Gals,” the legend ofthe original“Cow Patty” and more. With true Western
witticism and cynicism, they reveal that
“Cowgirls Put the W in Wrangler’ — and
what Wranglers put the ow in cowgirls. The
Pattys, with no instruments except them-
selves, shift easily from bluegrass to rap to
disco to spiritual. ..all with a country flavor.

The smaller theatre, which had over half
its 130 seats filled on a recent cold Thurs-
day night, is so intimate and audience-

friendly that the Pattys easily could beheard without microphones (which wereused primarily for songs), and the quartet
mingled and played with their attentive and
appreciative patrons. Amidst a Western-
themed stage that included scattered cacti,
wagon wheels, cow heads, a cow (small
and stuffed) and a scenic postcard back-
ground, each Patty had her moment in the
moonlight — and each in turn sparkled andearned heartfelt applause. Braswell espe-cially has a beautiful voice, wide-rangingand with a sneaky little Texas twang that’sbarely discernible.

The highlight was “Fan,” an intimate, hot
Parody of “Stand By Your Man.” Thoughsome of the narratives linking the songswere extremely disjointed, the audience

still had fun with the Pattys’ pun-athon, andthe music was constantly pleasant and
highly enjoyable. No cow-lamity here —
and thatain't no brahma.

The Cow Pattys is a co-production of
ZACH and Patty Productions. Soul Sisters,
on the other hand, is all ZACH, anoffshootof Beehive, the theatre group’s first mega-mega-hit of just over four years ago. Arnoldand Benedict-Fulmer take the high-energymusical stylings they displayed in Beehive
and expand them to form the center ofSoul Sisters, which is created, directed
and choreographed by Dave Steakley.

Sanford and Williams, two tremendoustalents who may have their own Soul Men
show one of these days, open the showwith the six-piece Beehive Band backingthem, and quickly raise the energy level inthe theatre. The men then shift smoothlyinto backup roles as Arnold and Benedict-
Fulmer take the spotlights, and we'reoff on
a 46-song journey with spirit and soul. The
musical direction by Allen Robertson
(who's also the band's pianist); the stagedesign by Michael Raiford, which has
steps going around and above the bandand cabaret-style seating (complete with
lava lamps on the tables) up front aroundthe singers; the variety of costumes byLeslie Bonnell, from comfortable to flashy;and the superb choreography by Steakleyall help make the show enjoyable. But the
Stars, and the standouts, are easily the
singers andtheir songs.

Benedict-Fulmer was a late addition tothe show when Andra Mitrovich, who origi-nated the SoulSisters role, had to take a
mandatory vocal rest on her physician'sadvice just before this run began. Bene-
dict-Fulmer, a ZACH veteran, sparkles, her

great Texas-country wide-ranging voice
sounding like a mix of Tanya Tucker, DollyParton and Raitt, both in her duets with
Arnold and the guys andin her solos thattake up the second halfof the opening act.Benedict-Fulmer does a sensational four-
song Tom Jones medley that ends with her
being the target of a barrage of women's
panties. Her torchy “Try A Little Tender-
Ness’ also rates four stars, especially from
a big Three Dog Night fanatic.

Williams and Sanford quickly get thingswarmed up again for the second act with
“Knock on Wood” and “Twenty-Five Miles,”
respectively, blending together nicely. Then
Arnold hits the stage in a gorgeous, glittery
strawberry-colored dress and feathered
full-length robe, and for the next ten songsthis diva rules, with the support of her menand the band. Her “That's Life” tribute toFrank Sinatra had the crowd roaring for
more, and Arnold also was ablaze through
“Lady Marmalade,” “Respect,” “Operator”and “Bridge Over Troubled Water” — thelatter with saxophonist Elias Haslanger
getting in some soul-stirring licks.Benedict-Fulmer returns with “I'm A
Woman,” torches “Natural Woman” andthen the Sisters take Soul to a new level
with their duet of “Do Right Woman.” A six-
song encore medley leaves the audience
dancing in the aisles and joining in to
“Celebrate” that “Funky Music”

All 230 seats at the Kleberg Stage weresold, and there wasa long waiting list hop-
ing for openings this Saturday night as the
“Soul Sisters”did their things.

Austin has a reputation as the “Live
Music Capital of the World.” With the vari-
ety and power exhibited by the women ofThe Cow Pattys and Soul Sisters, that rep-utationis definitely being lived up to— and
expanded. You go,girls!

fter creating mayhem on dance floors

of Missouri City, Texas, are among hun-
dreds of members of P-FLAG expected to
travel from across the United States to
Washington, D.C., where theywill gather
next Tuesday, March 19 to lobby members
of Congress in support of the Employment
Non-Discrimination Act.

“Our goalis to showthe nation who the
parents of gays and lesbians are, and to
tell them how strongly we feel about dis-
crimination against our children...and not
just our children, but all of our figurative
sons and daughters across the country,”
said Gail Rickey, one offive co-presidents
of the Houston chapter of Parents, Fam-
ilies and Friends of Lesbians and Gays.

The Employment Non-Discrimination
Act [ENDA], endorsed by President Clin-
ton, and co-sponsored by Sen. James Jef-
fords, R-Vt., and Sen. Edward Kennedy, D-
Mass., would end discrimination based on
sexual orientation in the work place. It pro-

hibits job quotas and preferential treat-
ment, and does not include small busi-
nesses — defined as those with fewer than
15 employees — religious organizations or
the armed services. ENDAis not retroac-
tive, and would not require employers to
provide benefits to same-sex partners.

Interestingly, the trip,billed as “MOMS &
DADS GO TO WASHINGTON,” came
about when a recent hate crimes bill failed
to pass the Texas Legislature. When
Dianne Hardy-Garcia, executive director of
the Lesbian/Gay Rights Lobby of Texas, in-
vited the parents of gay men and lesbians
to take part in lobbying for the law, an
amazing thing happened: Legislators took
notice, listened to the parents and re-
sponded. Thebill ended up being tabled
(on a narrow 68-70 vote), but a new, un-
tapped resource had beenutilized for the
veryfirst time, and the empowered, excited
parents decided to tackle the nation’s cap-
ital. They would try to focus attention on the
newly introduced ENDA.

HRC gave its ap-
proval, provided other state chapters agree
to participate. Other groups expressed in-
terest, and the only question left was when
to stage the event. A national P-FLAG
Convention had already been scheduled
for October, but the pioneering parents
wanted to try something new. Their deci-
sion? To descend on Washington, D.C. as
parents, families, friends, and non-gay sup-
porters to spotlight the issue of discrimina-
tion against their loved ones.

So much excitement has been gener-
ated by the Houston group that P-FLAG
chapters in almost every other state are
joining the effort.

“Of course, the Employment Non-Dis-
crimination Actis the focal point,” Rickey
said. “But we really believe that fair-minded
Americans in general just can’t believe that
it's right to discriminate in the workplace
against somebody because of what their
natural sexual orientation is. We want to
get their attention to look at this injustice
and let's do something about it. We're
going to talk to members of Congress, but
really and truly, our audience is people like
us acrossthe country.”

Kathy Whitmire (not to be confused with
the former Houston mayor of the same
name)is also going to Washington. As the
mother of a gay son, she hasa special rea-
son for her participation. Sadly, she had
never experienced any aspect of her son's
“gay’ life, and was “closeted” herself; it took
a major heart attack about 3’ years ago to
get her to come outof her closet and join
P-FLAG Houston.

“It took 14 years of me being homopho-
bic,” Whitmire said, “so | snuck into the
meeting, and for the first time in my life |

was with other people who were gay. |

heard them say that they were homopho-
bic. | had no idea that gays were homo-
phobic.It was such a shock to me.It was.
an eye-opener. P-FLAG has given me the
opportunity to do something honorable and
to repay my son and other people's chil-
dren for my bad behavior. | used to cry
because| would never have grandchildren.
Now, | have all these kids that are fine
young people who areloving and kind, and

| would never have known themif not for
P-FLAG.”

The gay-negative rhetoric currently
being bandied about by ultraconservative
political and religious leaders are about to

be challenged personally.
“| will tell them we areatraditional fam-

ily,” Whitmire explained. “And we definitely
have values, and that my son is a whole-
some and decent person who doesn’t
deserve to be fired orlaid off from a job
because he's gay...and whatever else |

can get away with! | just can't keep my
mouth shut!”

The Smiths, P-FLAG Houston members
since 1992, are also looking forward to the
trip. They want more parents to realize
there are parents whoare supporting their
gay children, and that it’s not a disaster to
haveagay or lesbian child.

“We want parents to keep families to-
gether, instead of throwing their gay chil-
dren outof the nest at the ages when they
should be protecting them and seeing to
their welfare,” she said.

“That's whythis (trip) has been styled to
moms and dads going to Washington,’ Mr.
Smith added. “...A lot of our lesbian and
gay folks who are in our organization and
raising money and supporting us...would
have liked to have gone, but they recognize
that the best impact we can make on the
folks up in Washington isif just the moms
and dads show up.”

The Smiths’ son came out to them the
very week that Paul Broussard was mur-
dered by gay bashers in Houston back in
the summer of 1991, and Mrs. Smith said
she had nightmares for two months that
her boy was being attacked. She laugh-
ingly recalled the first time her son, Paul,
brought his partner home fora visit.

“| wouldn't let them go out alone. | went
to the movie with them! We took them out
to eat clear across town because, of
course, we were afraid that someone
would see us with them. When we got to
the restaurant, all the girls hadafit over the
boys and were flirting with them, and |

thought, my God, nobody even knows
they're gay!”

Although the Smiths admit they weren't
initially pleased with their son's homosexu-
ality, they are totally accepting and under-
standing of him today. Because of their
experience with P-FLAG, they have be-
come more broad-minded and saythat it's
made them better people in a lot of ways.

The Houston group, whichis traveling by
bus, departs this Saturday, March 16, at 7
a.m. They will stop at various points along
the wayto pick up passengers.

“Whenever westop,” Mr. Smith said, “the
first person out of the bus will unfurl the
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banner with our P-FLAG logo, and we
hope to get some local publicity. We're
also working with other chapters on local
publicity.”

Oncethe group arrives in Washington,
they will hold a press conference in con-
junction with HRC. Tuesday afternoon,
participants will lobby legislators, and a
candlelight vigil will be held on the north
steps of the Capitol. P-FLAG will visit the
Holocaust Memorial Museum on
Wednesday morning, and the rest of the
afternoon will be devoted to lobbying.

“We're going in a_ positive frame of
mind. We're going with a positive mes-
sage. This is not a protest or a march ora
rally. This is a positive presence,” Rickey
said.

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MAXEY BEATS
CHALLENGERSIN
DEMOCRAT RACE

For Dist. 51
Greenberg Easily Triumphs

In District 48 Contest.
TEXAS — Glen Maxey, the only openly

gay member of the Texas House of Rep-
resentatives, beat two challengers for the
Democratic nomination in District 51.
Maxey had nearly 60 percent of the vote
late Tuesday evening, enough to assure he
wouldn't need to be in a runoff against
Abel Ruiz or Eloy de la Garza, his Demo-
cratic rivals. In November, Maxeywill go for
his fourth term in the House against David
Blakely, who was unopposed in the Repub-
lican primary.

Maxey was one of 19 candidates en-
dorsed by the Austin Lesbian/Gay Political
Caucus, and one of eight endorsees who
were in contested races. Asof late Tues-
day,it appeared four candidates supported
by ALGPC were winners, two were losers
and two were boundfor runoffs.

“We're very pleased with the turnout
today,” Maxey said as his victory became
clear. “It looks like we're going to win
across the district. We've worked on the
issuesfor all the people of District 51, and
they responded today.”

Another Democrat endorsed by ALGPC
seeking a fourth state House term was
Sherri Greenberg in District 48. She was
easily defeating Daniel Gustafson, and
since there will not be a Republican chal-
lengerin thatdistrict, Greenberg will get a
walkover in the general election.

“I'm very grateful to all those who voted
for and supported me,” Greenberg said.
“It's a great honor...I'm going to keep work-
ing to find commonsense solutions to the
problems that confront us every day.”

Also on the verge of victory were en-
dorsees Ronald Earle for Travis County
District Attorney and Paul Davis for Judge,
District 200. Endorsee Margo Frasier had
45% of the vote and appeared to be
headed for a June runoff with Stacy Suits,
who had 22%, for Travis County Sheriff.

ALGPC-supported Ron Davis was
beaten by incumbent Sam Biscoein the
Travis County Commissioner, Precinct 1

race, while endorsee Frances Northcutt
was falling just short against Bob Perkins

for Judge, Court of Criminal Appeals,
Place 1. Gary Taylor, the ALGPC en-
dorsee, trailed Charles Holcomb 36%~
29% early for Judge, Court of Criminal
Appeals, Place 2, and the two seemed
destined for a runoff. All were Democratic
races.

One other hot Austin race had Kirk

Ingels neck-and-neck with Jo Baylor for
second behind Terry Keel among Repub-
licans seeking nomination for state Rep-
resentative District 47, where the winner
would challenge Democrat John Lindell in

the fall. Ingels is a leader of the Christian
Coalition and played a major role in the
successful effort to repeal Austin's domes-
tic partners benefits law.

In San Antonio, Norman Lanford, who
was endorsed by the San Antonio Equal
Rights Political Caucus [SAERPC], was
third in the race behind Holcomb and Tay-
lor and unlikely to reach the runoff. The
hottest race saw Arthur Reyna likely to
makeit into a runoff with Ray Vale Jr., who
had been accused of conducting a gay-
bashing campaign, for state Representa-
tive, District 125.

CorRAM HEALTHCARE

GREG LOUGANIS TO

Former Olympic Diving Champ

Will Sign Copies of His Book

HOUSTON — Greg Louganis, who
caught the world’s attention when he won
four Olympic gold medals and one silver
medal for his diving, then stirred both
admiration and controversy when he re-

vealed last year that he is HIV-positive,
makes an appearance in Houston next
Wednesday. Louganis will be signing
copies of his autobiography, Breaking the
Surface, during a book-signing at Cross-
roads Market & Bookstore.

Louganis’ book, which was published in
1995 and topped best-seller lists for sev-
eral weeks (and is now available in trade
paperback, with a new epilogue by Lou-
ganis detailing his experiences sincethen),
depicts a young
man who sought
escape from life's
difficulties in his gift
for diving. He was
an adopted child.
and struggled wi
learning disabilities
and the bigoted
taunts of other chil-
dren (Louganis’ nat-
ural father was Sa-
moan, and his son’s
skin was dark); he
came to realize he was gay, but he
remained firmly in the closet until coming
out publicly during the 1994 Gay Games.

Louganis met with success and acclaim
at an early age, but also suffered through
problems with drugs, alcohol and several
destructive relationships.

He cut his head while making a dive dur-
ing the Summer Gamesin 1988, but a doc-
tor stitched him up and the diver went on to
win his third and fourth gold medals. Last
year Louganis stirred controversy when he
said he was already HIV-positive at the
time of his diving accident but failed to no-
tify the doctor who repaired his wound.

DALLAS — The Dallas Gay & Lesbian
Alliance [DGLA]has launchedaproject it
hopes will make some conservatives eat
their own words on the subject of family
values.

TheAlliance will
also make the posters available to other
marriage project groups across the coun-
try, and individuals may purchase them by
calling the DGLA at (214)528-4233.

“We created the poster series to allow
us to contribute to the discussion about
family” Cece Cox, president of DGLA, told
TWT NEWS. “It's particularly important during
this election year when thefar radical right
is dominating the discussion about family.

The new programis also considered an
attempt to combat a growing trendin which
19 states now have anti-gay marriage ini-
tiatives before their state legislatures. The
bills are a response to what some expect
will be a gay-favorable ruling in the historic
Hawaii legal case Baehr v. Lewin, which
may legalize same-sex marriage in that
state.

The marriage issue has been oneof the
DGLA’s main focuses since it formed the
Marriage Project in June 1995 to draw
attention to the issue and educate the pub-
lic on same-gender marriages.
